Your academic advisor will make every effort to accommodate your schedule preferences; however,
course availability will be limited in many cases, and may mean that have to take a course at a time that
might not be what you would prefer. It is important to remember that your advisor has your long term

goals in mind as you work toward pursuing your degree and career.
